Objectives

ISAP encourages and promotes R&D in asphalt pavement technology. In order to provide opportunities for worldwide communication and contacts amongst researchers and experts, the organization wants to initiate a “Graduate Student Research Directory”, which ISAP members can easily access on a designated, secure location of the ISAP website.

Procedure 

To achieve the envisioned objective of a worldwide technical exchange, a substantial global database must be collected, maintained and updated. The logging of the input data is done in the following two parts:

Part I : Sign-up Form:

· Project title

· Abstract of proposed research

· Starting and expected completion dates

· Contacts

Part II : Completion Form:

· Thesis title

· Abstract 

· Starting and final completion dates

· Contacts

Once the student has completed and submitted the sign-up form, Part I, with consent of the Department Chair (or professor/mentor), the submitted information will be posted as part of the student research directory in a designated, secure area of the ISAP website. A user name and password will be issued to all participating students. When the thesis is completed, the second form, Part II, is completed and submitted by the student. Benefits

The “Graduate Student Research Directory” will provide a window, and the basis for worldwide communication and contacts for technology exchange, primarily amongst the new generation of asphalt paving experts. The following are some of the expected key benefits:

· Global access to ongoing asphalt pavement research at universities anywhere, which can eventually be expanded to include also other research organizations.

· Low-cost, direct and immediate communication as well as discreet and self-directed mode and level of contact and interaction.

· Sharing and comparing technical information and experiences of various aspects of ‘live’ research projects, including experimental design, testing, applications, performance verification, instrumentation, equipment availability, software development, etc.

· Opportunities to entertain cooperative research work and student exchange programs.  

Concluding Notes
